The Serpentine Wall

n one way or another we have all helped to build the Lambda Epsilon Chapter of Kappa Sigma.  We have all added a brick to build the chapter, whether the brick was time as a member of the EC, chairman of a committee, or skipping a class to stay at the rush table. The structure that is Lambda Epsilon is a strong one that is locally and internationally recognized for its achievements.  We have accomplished many things in the past 26 years and the future holds great promise.  One of our greatest accomplishments is the chapter house on Greek row at the University of Central Florida.   That house is a monument to us all as a band of brothers.  


The house is true to our traditional American founding place, the University of Virginia.  We are embarking on a plan to continue this tribute to our heritage by building a 4 foot tall serpentine wall that will extend 36 feet off the west wing of the house.  This wall will be an additional monument to what we have accomplished as brothers.  The wall will have an added feature however of reminding those brothers to come, of the brothers who have brought the chapter to where it is.    This wall will be built with bricks purchased by you.  The brick you purchase will have your name, chapter of initiation, and pledge class or date.  Besides creating a lasting symbol of the heritage on which we trust future brothers to build, this brick that you add to Lambda Epsilon will go a long way in ensuring the financial security of the Housing Corporation.  

The cost of each brick is $50 for alumni, $35 for undergraduates, and $75 for groups such as pledge classes.  The bricks will be for sale for a limited time, since we have to purchase all the bricks before we can construct the wall.  Bricks will be for sale until Founders Day 1999.
